What information is relevant?

We are asking organisations to enter any CBDRR project completed, ongoing or planned

since 2009.
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Where will this information go?

This information will help us put together a picture of how Nepal is becoming more

disaster resilient, what’s working well and also outline where some of the gaps are. You

as an organisation will also be able to export your results, against the 9 minimum

characteristics and show to stakeholders how you are meeting the characteristics.

Note aggregated results from the survey will be published online, but will not specify the

stakeholder they have originated from. An example of results includes the number

disaster management plans created at VDC level.
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
